What does a typical work week look like for CS2  
participants? 

There are three main aspects CS2 participants will find 
themselves involved with during a typical week:  service to 
Calvin Center, partnership with a local congregation, and 
reflection time.  (Please visit www.calvincenter.org more 
information on this topic) 

How do I financially support myself during the 
year?  Am I responsible for raising funds? 

Through Calvin Center and contributions from our partner 
churches, participants are provided with a weekly stipend, 
free meals in the dinning center (when groups are present), 
an additional food allowance, and free room and board.  

Would I be responsible for my own housing? 

Absolutely not. CS2 has a strong focus on developing  
Christian community.  In order to facilitate this objective, 
participants spend the nine-month term living together on 
Calvin Center property in Staff Lodge.  This free standing 
house consists of four (two-person occupancy)  bedrooms 
with a common area, kitchenette and 548 acres of         
surrounding beauty.
